Job Summary 

 
The Works Supervisor will plan, deliver, and supervise work programmes for contractors and staff to ensure 
compliance with the UK Forestry Standard and UK Woodland Assurance Standard. Assist in setting and 
maintaining standards in all aspects of forest and woodland management to help meet business plan targets. 

Key Responsibilities & Accountabilities 

 

• supervise operational sites to identify health, safety, and environmental issues, and take corrective action. 

• monitor progress against the contract or work schedule. 

• accurately record site visits and keep the Forester and other colleagues informed of progress and other 

issues in a timely way. 

• oversee the day-to-day management of the beat facilities including environmental and safety standards. 

• assist in leading and managing staff and contractors to deliver outputs and results. 

• complete site assessments and gathering data / information to inform operational planning, for example 

measuring timber for sale and maintaining stock records. 

• communicate appropriately with colleagues and all stakeholders including landowners, neighbours, 

contractors, customers, and members of the public. 

And any other tasks, reasonably requested by your line manager.

• act as Duty Officer providing 24 hr emergency contact cover for a period of one week in approximately 

every 14 weeks i.e. approximately 4 times per year.
